Against all the odds, Maxim 
now resides at Restoration 
House and again we see the 
“transformation” of a life. 

After having been at the 
house for some time, there 
now seems to be a sense 
of innocence restored to 
Maxim’s expression and 
attitude.  

Being away from the city 
and living at Restoration 
House, gives these boys a 
chance to stay clear of the 
filth and addictions that 
have bound them for most 
of their young lives.
