One of the government workers told 
us,  “She’s got everything except 
parental attention. They’re trying to 
provide her with material stuff and 
forgetting that fi rst of all she needs 
parental affection and care.”

unites them – no goals and no plans 
for the future. We hope that sooner 
or later the situation will change and 
the two brothers will see the need to 
set positive goals for themselves to 
achieve.”

Together, we CAN make a difference 
in the lives of these youth!  The 
theme of the Camp is “Winning in 
Life.”  Our goal is to share positive 
life lessons based on the Word of 
God that will enable these youth to 
be a success in life.

What will it take?

We will need to raise extra funds 
above our normal operating 
expenses. We have been told that 
we will need at least $100 per 
youth for the fi ve-day camp.  You 
will determine the number of 
invitations.  Our goal is to raise 
$10,000 equaling 100 invitations to 
youth in crisis.

When he’s 
drunk he starts talking a lot and 
doing ludicrous things. Alcohol for 
him is a certain way to get rid of the 
complexes.”
