I have joyful news for you.  Luda has 
given birth to the boy on November 
12. She wants to name him Alexey.  
Luda cannot feed the child with the 
milk because she sniffed chemicals 
and also she is sick.  We need to buy 
to the child pampers, baby clothes, 
baby food and probably a carriage.

God is so good!  We have agreed 
to help provide for their needs as 
much as possible.  We have also 
helped to relocate Luda and the 
baby to another ministry that 
reaches out to unwed mothers and 
also to infant children.

Olga and others walk 
approximately two miles or 
more several times each week 
in order to purchase groceries 
for Restoration House.
Temperatures average 18, 20, 
and 28 degree Fahrenheit from 
January through March.

Reliable transportation is desperately needed.  A good, used 
van is what is needed for transporting groceries, taking kids 
to church and other activities, and used for taking supplies 
to street kids.  A diesel vehicle is the most cost effective to 
operate in Russia.  The estimated cost $19,000.
